B.6Outcomes and Impact: List your expected proposal’s outputs (typically tangible products, such as professional data bases, portal, participation in Int. projects and Networks, Int. publications, know-how (patent), functional prototype, studies, capacity building, ..etc. 
B.7. Key References: List outstanding, recent and relevant literature cited in the proposal and source of given statistics
